The View From Back Here

Since | last sat down to write this article, the cycling community in Midland and Odessa has experienced
two horrible accidents. Due to my profession, | sometimes view this type of thing with adetached eye,
looking more towards the mechanical aspects of the accidents. Thistime though | have not been ableto
remove myself from those accidents without reflecting a bit.

In both situations, the riders were doing what they enjoyed. They were responsible, well equipped and
obeying all the rules of the road at the time of the accidents. They were struck at highway speed by
vehicles operated by inattentive or distracted drivers. In the most tragic situation, the rider was riding on
the road that | have logged hundreds if not thousands of miles.

How we react to this situation should give us reason to pause. Since construction, | understand that there
have been a number of fatal accidents on the service roads of Highway 191 involving cyclists. On any
given day, dozens of riders, our friends, fellow club members and enthusiasts travel up and down the
road. We are seemingly oblivious to the dangers that lurk behind us and in redlity, are a the mercy of
the traffic as it passes us. Generaly, we dismiss from our minds the dangers and blissfully enjoy our
rides.

That stated, the service roads of Highway 191 are among the safest most cycle friendly in West Texas.
There is one way traffic and we have the advantage of wide paved shouldersto ride. Cyclists from all
over have commented on that particular stretch of road.

What can we do? I’ ve mentioned the physics of being struck by a motor vehicle traveling at highway
speeds whileriding abicycle. It isalosing proposition. The mere fact that they are coming from behind,
leaves us at adistinct disadvantage. There are no pat answers. | am letting my local state representative
know of my concerns. | would hope that legislation that didn’t pass last session will be passed giving
riders athree foot margin when passed by vehicles.

Personally, | am investing in amirror. Perhaps, just being aware of an oncoming car would give me the
chance to take evasive action. Reflectors and tail lights have aso been purchased. My favorite cycling
jerseys are neon yellow.

Another matter that | was made aware of was the unpleasant job of trying to determine the identity of
the mortally wounded rider. That unpleasant task fell on our friend David Ham. David was called by law
enforcement since the bicycle had been purchased from his store. That is something that | don’t want
any friend of mine to have to do. Therefore | ride with either my driver’slicense or with my Road 1D
ankle bracelet. Names and phone numbers and addresses are on my person during my rides.

Let’s not let these accidents spoil or resolve to ride and maintain our fitness. Let’ s enjoy our passion and
continue to ride. Let’s not take unnecessary chances. Let’s have fun and ride safe.
